As part of Better Broadband for Oxfordshire, fibre broadband has been delivered
earlier than planned in parts of Ewelme, Benson, RAF Benson, Carterton, RAF
Brize Norton, Black Bourton, Alvescot, North Leigh, Long Hanborough, Eynsham,
Freeland, Woodstock, Hailey, as well as in parts of Witney and Wallingford not
already covered by BT’s commercial rollout. Work has predominantly been
focused in areas of South and West Oxfordshire initially; work will commence in

Cherwell and Vale districts over the next six months.

More properties in Eynsham, Freeland, Woodstock, Witney, Wallingford as well as
properties in Lyneham, Chipping Norton, Bletchingdon, Weston on the Green,
Yarnton, Hampton Poyle will be next to benefit from the Better Broadband for
Oxfordshire Programme in the coming weeks.
